13:2 Jeshu answered and said to them, Think you that these Galiloyee were sinners more than all the Galiloyee, that thus it was (with) them ? 





13:3 No; but I tell you that all of you also, if you repent not, will thus perish. 





13:4 Or those eighteen on whom fell the tower in Silucha, and killed them; think you that they were sinners above all men who dwell in Urishlem ? 





13:5 No; but I tell you that, if you repent not, all of you likewise shall perish. 





13:6 And he spake this parable: A man had a fig-tree which was planted in his vinery: and he came and sought fruits on it, but did not find. 





13:7 And he said to the husbandman, Behold, three years come I seeking fruits from this fig-tree, but I have not found: cut it down; why maketh it the ground useless ? 





13:8 The husbandman saith to him, My lord, suffer it also this year, until I tend it and manure it: 





13:9 and if it produce fruits, (well): but if not, then afterwards I will cut it down. ��XLVII. 13:10 AS Jeshu was teaching on a shabath in one of the synagogues, 





13:11 a woman was there who had a spirit of infirmity eighteen years; and she was bowed down, and could not be straight at all. 





13:12 But Jeshu saw her, and called her, and said to her, Woman, thou art loosed from thine infirmity. 





13:13 And he laid his hand upon her; and at once she was made straight, and glorified Aloha. 





13:14 But the chief of the synagogue answered, being angry that Jeshu had healed on the shabath, and said to the congregation, Six days there are in which it is lawful to work: in them come and be healed, and not on the day of shabath. 





13:15 But Jeshu answered and said to him, Hypocrite, doth not any one of you on the shabath loose his ox or his ass from the manger, and going giveth to drink ?
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
