19:47-b …..but the chief priests and the scribes and the elders of the people sought to destroy him, 





19:48 but could not find what they might do to him; for all the people hung upon him to hear him. �    �LXII 20:1 AND it was on one of the days, while he taught the people in the temple and evangelized, the chief priests and scribes with the elders rose up against him, 





20:2 and said to him, Tell us by what authority thou doest these, and who is he who gave thee this authority ? 





20:3 Jeshu answered and said to them, I will also ask of you a word, and tell you me: 





20:4 the baptism of Juchanon, from heaven was it, or from the sons of men ? 





20:5 But they reasoned within themselves, saying, If we shall say, From heaven, he saith to us, Why did you not believe him? 





20:6 But if we shall say, From men, all the people will stone us; for they are persuaded that Juchanon was a prophet. 





20:7 And they said to him, We know not from whence it is. 





20:8 Jeshu saith to them, Nor tell I you by what authority I do these. 





20:9 And he began to speak to the people this parable: A certain man planted a vinery, and let it to husbandmen, and removed for a great time. 





20:10 And at the season he sent his servant to the husbandmen that they should give him of the fruit of the vinery. But the husbandmen beat him, and sent him away empty. 





20:11 And he added and sent another servant; but they beat him also, and maltreated him, and sent him away empty. 





20:12 And he added and sent a third; but they also wounded him, and cast him out. 





20:13 The lord of the vinery saith, What shall I do? I will send my son, the beloved; now will they see him and reverence him. 





20:14 But when the husbandmen saw him, they reasoned among themselves, saying, This is the heir: come, let us kill him, and the inheritance will be ours. 





20:15-a And they cast him out of the vinery, and killed him. What therefore shall the lord …..
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
